) Used Vehicle

It's a great time to buy a late model pre-owned
vehicle. The dealership inventories are much
larger for used vehicles than new and prices
have been falling. Plus, buying a used car means
you don't have to get hit with the automatic
depreciation which occurs the minute you drive
a new car off the lot. One thing to remember,
fuel-efficient used vehicles are still holding their
l }( price but are generally lower in price than similar
% L new models if you negotiate wisely.

Here are some basic guidelines to help you along the way in the used car buying process:
Check the vehicle's history records prior to purchasing. Simply write down the car's VIN
number and the manufacturer's 17 digit serial number usually visible through the windshield
on the driver's side of the car. With this information go online to carfax.com. A report on a
single vehicle costs about $25 and checking on up to 10 different vehicles is about $30. It will
be money well spent especially in this "buyer beware" market.

Take the vehicle you are interested in buying to a trusted mechanic for a thorough inspection.
If you decide to do the inspection yourself, look for these type things:
- Door and hood opening joints line up. If they don't, it could be a sign this vehicle was
wrecked or damaged
- Checktheoil. Ifitis black and thick, it's a sign this vehicle has not been maintained
properly.
- Check the tire tread for uneven wear which could indicate an alignment problem.
- Always test drive the vehicle and look for smoke coming from the engine compartment
or exhaust pipe.
- Do you hear knocking or creaking noises when going over bumps? This could indicate
a problem with the suspension.
- Drive the vehicle far enough so you can estimate it's miles per gallon. It's surprising but
often a slightly larger vehicle will get as good or better mileage than a smaller one.
- After the test drive park the vehicle for a while and then check for oil spots under the car.
- Never buy a vehicle without an inspection sticker. If the dealer or individual wants to
sell you the vehicle then they should first have it inspected by a state inspection center.

Get Pre-approved & Shop With Confidence
One very important thing to do before you even start car shopping
- get pre-approved at BPFCU. That way you'll know exactly how
much car you can afford and can negotiate the best price with
confidence. If you don't get the price you want you can walk away
and stop at the next dealership knowing you already have the financing lined
up. Also, remain wary of any attempt by the dealer to "steer" you to another
financing source - generally this is for their benefit and not yours.
